As part of the óGlobal Challenge Award Badgeô, the Cubs learned about the international charity Plan 
UK, an organisation that initiates projects to help families in the less economically developed countries. 
The children chose to raise money for a sports kit for children in Timor 
Leste from a Plan UK Alternative gifts catalogue.  

The children of Timor Leste are living in a ñTransitional Campò during 
the countryôs period of conflict.  

To raise the necessary funds, the Cub Scouts set about collecting and 
bringing their old books, toys and other things to sell at a sale in the 
Scout Hut. On the day of the sale, the Cubs worked tremendously hard 
on the stalls and had a terrific response from the Blackley community. 
The children managed to raise not only enough to buy the sports kit as planned, but also had enough 
additional funds to buy: twenty trees for a village in Pakistan, a shelter for street children in Bangladesh, 

eye screenings for eight children in Nepal, a chicken and training on 
how to keep livestock for one family in Uganda and access to a safe 
supply of water at school for children in Ethiopia.
